

INDIGENT DEFENSE GRANT APPLICATION FORM – FY2017
INSTRUCTIONS
This Application is due to the State Public Defense Commission on August 1, 2016. Submit your completed applications as follows:

DATE: Enter the date the form was completed.
COUNTY: Enter the name of the County requesting the grant. If your County is joining or has joined another County to provided indigent defense services, each County must complete an application. Enter only one County in this box.
COUNTY FISCAL REQUEST: Enter the Fiscal Year for which the county is requesting the grant.
CONTACT INFORMATION: The contact should be the person the Commission can call if there are any questions about the information provided in the form.
COUNTY FY2015 REPORTING: Enter data from the last complete Fiscal year. In the first section, do not include conflict cases. In the Conflict section, enter the data as detailed as you can. If you have not tracked the case numbers by type, please indicate that somehow in this section. Do not leave it blank. The Commission understands that this information may not have been tracked, or may have been tracked differently than requested. Submit any numbers you have, indicating how they were tracked. Please note, however, that the information as requested in the application, will be required in the future under Idaho Code §19-864.
CRIMINAL CONTEMPT: This box refers to any criminal contempt charge that is considered a “case” under the Idaho Supreme Court Definition and in which an indigent defense provider is appointed. See Endnote 4 in the application for the definition of a case. Be careful not to count a contempt that is attached to a case that is already assigned to a defending attorney and has been counted in another box in this section.
DELIVERY MODELS: Idaho Code §19-859 requires Counties to provide indigent defense services using one of the delivery models listed in the statute. The method in which your county chooses to provide indigent defense services is the only standard with which the county must comply for FY2017. Choose as many models that apply to your county. If joining with another county, please attach a copy of the Memorandum of Understanding, if one exists, and complete Form B in the application. Only select the delivery models that apply to your County if operating jointly. 
ELECTRONIC CASE MANAGEMENT: Please indicate whether your indigent defense provider or defending attorney uses an electronic case management system, like JustWare or Attorney Manager.
CASELOAD AND WORKLOAD TRACKING: The Commission will require counties to submit caseload and workload data in their annual reports pursuant to Idaho Code §19-864. Please indicate how your county tracks this information or how it anticipates tracking this information. A “case” is defined by the Idaho Supreme Court. Please refer to Endnote 4 in the application for the definition of a case.
PUBLIC DEFENSE FUNDING: Please indicate the sources of the county funds that were used for indigent defense services in the last complete Fiscal year. If the county was not assessed a levy for the Capital Crimes Defense Fund, in the appropriate space, please indicate the amount the County for the most recent assessment. You may refer to Appendix A to determine what indigent defense service expenditures should be included in this section.
LOCAL SHARE: Please refer to Appendix A to determine what indigent defense service expenditures should be included in the Local Share. To calculate the median, see the example below:

PROJECTED USE OF GRANT FUNDS: The Indigent Defense Grants (IDG) are to be used to bring the County into compliance with the standards and guidelines created under Idaho Code §19-862A. The Commission has not created these standards and guidelines, outside of the required delivery model. The Commission will rely upon the principles of an indigent defense delivery system listed in Idaho Code §19-850(a)(vii) to create the standards and guidelines. Please use these principles as a guide when deciding how your county anticipates using the grant funds. Refer to Appendix B in the grant application. The Commission does not anticipate judging applications based upon your answer this year.
[bookmark: _GoBack][image: ]Use the IDG for an electronic case management system; research engines such as LexisNexis or Westlaw; capital outlay like office supplies or other necessities of running a public defender office; expenses related to the added duties of representation in specialty courts; investigation, expert or witness expenses; or other items to improve the delivery of indigent defense services. NOTE: The IDG is not meant to supplant County budgets for indigent defense services.
SIGNATURES: The grant application must be signed by 2 Commissioners as well as the Clerk of the Board.
FORM A – COUNTY CLERK’S CERTIFICATION: Please indicate the amount expended on Indigent Services for each listed Fiscal Year. This form must be certified by the County Clerk. Please refer to Appendix A to determine what indigent defense service expenditures should be included.
FORM B – JOINT COUNTY PUBLIC DEFENDERS: Please complete this form if your county is joining with or has joined with another county to provide indigent defense services. Each county must submit their own grant application and complete this form. If one exists, please attach a copy of the Memorandum of Understanding.
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
